Parking regulations: Al 1 homeownersdé vehicles parked within the TQfuman A
permit which must be on display at all times on the front left windshield. Renters who are using your unit should be in-
structed that upon their arrival to immediately obtain a parking permit from Security. All vehicles must be parked id assigne
parking spaces.
